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2. Remove foam slightly and use T-10 Torx to remove the 6 small screws holding the upper case

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4. Gain Access to the motor. 

 

 

5. Remove old motor (contacts face down) and slide the worm gear off old motor and onto new 

motor.  This is just a slip fit gear with a D-Shaped cross section.

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6. Install new motor into unit, replace links, upper case half, and upper case half screws. Test unit 

by plugging into truck wiring harness and operating locks.  Ensure when unit is in the shut 

position, all interior lights/chimes go out.
